Attendance guidance for parents

As you are aware schools are expected to
monitor closely the attendance of all students.
The national average for school attendance is
96%. It is highly likely that most students
falling below this threshold will not achieve
the final GCSE results they may be capable
of.

Parents are requested to notify the school of
any absence in line with the school’s
attendance and safeguarding policy. The
absence line is 0208 724 1531. You can
use this line to report all absences and leave
a message for staff to contact you if there are
any issues preventing your child from
attending school.

Students with attendance lower than 90% are
classed as persistent absentee’s and schools
are required to share this information with the
local authority so you may be requested to
attend a series of meetings with Senior Staff
or the Governing Body to highlight any
concerns. These meetings are designed to
support the student and parent and should
not always be seen as a negative
intervention.

On-going medical issues: Please provide
copies of medical letters and appointment
letters if there is an ongoing medical issue
that prevents your child from attending
school.

Holidays during term time add to
unauthorised absence. In turn, unauthorised
absence can lead to legal action being taken
against you by the local authority.

Please remember the higher the attendance
the higher the achievement.
