I hope this email finds you well.
You may have seen that the Met Office have now issued a Red Weather Warning for Wednesday and Thursday due to the extreme heat. Tomorrow is also set to be very hot.
In the light of this, I have revised our risk assessment and risk control measures to avoid the need for students and staff to travel in the hottest part of the day, and to help us manage conditions safely on site.
We will therefore be operating a shortened days:
Tuesday and Thursday school will finish at:

 Years 7,10-12 will be dismissed at 1.30pm
 On Wednesday, all students will be dismissed at 1.30pm.
 Any students who are completing exams will need to remain on site.  
We will keep this situation under review and we will be following the Met Office information closely, we will notify you by MCAS or email of any changes to these arrangements.
 
If your son or daughter needs to stay at school after the dismissal time for childcare or vulnerability reasons, please email office@jorichardson.org.uk and we will make arrangements for them to stay until 3:05pm on Tuesday and Thursday and 1.30pm on Wednesday.

All events, clubs and activities on Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday will be cancelled or postponed as has the Year 6 Transition Evening.
Students who are entitled to free school meals should spend their allowance at break time. There will be no lunch service. 





Please remind your child that on the shortened days, they:
· may wear tailored school shorts
· should bring a water bottle and keep it filled (not during lessons)
· should bring a hat
· should stay inside or in the shade
· should wear sunscreen

We will review this position later in the week, but at the moment we expect to operate a normal day on Friday.
